USMS - Makes Arrest on Adam Walsh Violation 
The United States Marshal Service (USMS) located an absconded 
offender with the help of three agencies, in different states, utilizing 
the intelligence maintained in OffenderWatchÈ. 

Two years ago Jason Dean Adams was released from jail and failed 
to update his registration with the Pointe Coupee Parish Sheriffôs 
Office in Louisiana.  Pointe Coupee followed a few tips with negative 
results.  The Pointe Coupee Sheriffôs Office did everything they 
could, including keeping abundant notes in OffenderWatchÈ, of eve-
ry action they took and every detail they found through 
their investigation, but the offender was not locat-
ed.  The investigation was referred to the Sex Offend-
er Investigations Coordinator (SOIC) for the USMS, 
Brian Lucio, who diligently worked the case.  Although 
the USMS pilot had not begun, Lucio was already an 
avid user of OffenderWatchÈ and used it to review all 
of the investigative notes. Unfortunately, the investiga-
tion yielded no new leads and Jason Adams remained at large. 

Six months later, information about the USMS OffenderWatchÈ Pilot 
was discussed at a USMS training conference in Baton Rouge, 
LA.   As a result of the new USMS OffenderWatchÈ pilot, Pointe 
Coupee was able to forward a request for assistance through Offend-
erWatchÈ to the USMS.  Thereafter, Pointe Coupee obtained addi-
tional information that Jason Adams recently surfaced in a small 
community outside Wichita, KS. Due to the relationship developed 
through OffenderWatchÈ, Pointe Coupee contacted Lucio directly.  

Lucio was able to act on the lead quickly as a result of the infor-
mation contained within OffenderWatchÈ.   ñNever before had all the 
history and intelligence been in one place. This offenderôs file had 
notes from two years ago with information from the local sheriffôs 
office that spent time on it as well as the agency in Kansas.ò  

In no time, Lucio contacted the (SOIC) in Wichita, KS and requested 
a local investigation be conducted. Within a few days, the offender 
was located and was arrested for violations of the Adam Walsh Act. 

ñIn past investigations, the only information available 
was what the current agency documented when that 
offender showed up to register.  As often as these 
offenders move, a lot of data was lost, left behind or 
simply never transferred to the next agency. Using 
OffenderWatchÈ, particularly the investigative notes 
section, gave us the opportunity to build a complete 

file and history of everything that happened during this investigation. 
Ultimately, OffenderWatchÈ strengthened our ability to arrest the 
offender on an Adam Walsh Act violation.  I strongly recommend that 
you document everything in OffenderWatchÈ; it is so much more 
effective than anything I have ever used or seen for making a solid 
case,ò said Deputy Marshal Lucio.

County Sheriffôs Office and the United States Marshals Service on a 
great job and successful arrest.

Homeless sex offenders create a diversity of management 
and notification issues.  In the past, when an offender regis-
tered as homeless in Sacramento County, there was no way 
to map where the offender spent most of his time.  This 
meant that these offenders would not show up on the Me-
gan's Law website when a resident did an address search for 
offenders in their area.  In order to see that these offenders 
were even in the database, a citizen would have to search for 
them by name. 

OffenderWatchÈ and Sacramento Countyôs SAFE leader 
Mike Jones have worked closely together to come up with a 
solution to the complexities of managing transient offenders.  
OffenderWatchÈ now provides the ability for investigators to 
use a general location where the offender spends their time to 
display their whereabouts on the map.  

"Now, if a resident types in their address, the name and pic-
ture of homeless registrants living in their area will show 
up...This has never been in existence before, itôs the first of its 
kind," said Jones. 

In the past, offenders were realizing that registering as a tran-
sient kept them a little more invisible to the public.  Now with 
the ability to map them using a general location, not only do 
they show up when a citizen searches for offenders near their 
address, but it makes it easier for law enforcement to check 
up on them as well.   

ñWe are proud of the increased level of public safety aware-
ness this feature provides for parents or family members with 
loved ones who frequent areas where a sex offender may be 
loitering.  Before, they may not have known it. This gives the 
citizens of Sacramento County another tool to help keep their 
kids safe from predators,ò says Jones. 

Tracking Homeless Offenders in 
Sacramento County California Kathy Taylor of Watch Systems oversees the nationwide 

offender community notification mailings for agencies 
coast-to-coast.  This year alone Kathy will send out over 
3 million mailings, a number that continues to grow an-
nually. 

ñAgencies are thrilled that we can handle their offender 
mailings for them, and for a lot less than it would cost 
them to do it themselves.  Plus our system is updated daily so we know 

that the mailings that need to occur, 
actually do,ò says Kathy. 

Everything is included at the click of a 
button.

Social Networking Success in Jefferson County Alabama  
Social networking has made its way into every corner of life these days, and that includes law enforcement.  Jefferson County Alabama is a 
true leader when it comes to social media to help keep their community up-to-date on current events, as well as lending a hand in the capture 
of wanted criminals.  Sgt. Jack Self makes daily updates to the page letting citizens know about recent events, weather updates, SO infor-
mation, etc. and always ends every post with ñCall us if you need us.ò  He said ñIt keeps the Sheriffôs Office engaged with the community and 
the citizens know that we are always working.ò  In the past month alone, Jefferson Countyôs Facebook page has had over 503,000 post views.  
A few examples in Sgt. Selfsô own wordsé 

ñWe regularly post photos of wanted persons on our FB page. Last October I posted a photo of a man wanted for a number of burglaries and 
thefts, along with warrant information. Within the hour I received a telephone call from a young lady who told me she was his girlfriend and had 
no idea he was wanted. She went on to say that he was at her house and gave a description of his vehicle. She did not go home but instead 
went to a neighborsô home. She gave me updates about his location and the interior of the house including the fact that he had no weapons. I 
dispatched cars to the residence and he was taken in to custody on 5 outstanding felony warrants... More recently I posted a photo of a young 
man who had warrants for drug charges. His friends came to his defense posting comments on his behalf on our page. I was able to then find 
his FB page and post his profile pic alongside his mugshot. Someone then gave us a tip about his location and we went to pick him up at his 
motherôs house where he was hiding out. While we were there, we discovered that his mother had an outstanding warrant as well. They got to 
go to jail together.ò  

Jefferson County Sheriffôs Office continues to take community policing to higher levels.  Recently they have integrated their website with both 
Facebook and Twitter so that once an update is made to the Press Release portion of their website ï both Facebook and Twitter are automati-
cally updated.  With almost 7000 fans on Facebook and well over 500 Twitter followers, they are sure to have more success as they work to-
gether with their citizens to ensure a safer community.   

Featuring A Feature 

Do all of your offenders have a verification cycle? 
One of the easiest tasks that local agencies can do is to make sure 
that every offender in their database has a verification cycle. A sim-
ple, quick search can be run to ensure that 100% of your offenders 
have a verification cycle associated with their record.  The benefit of 
this is that all offenders will now show up on your verification calen-
dars, as well as the verification quick view slider, letting you know of 
the next time that they are due in for registration or a house visit.  
 
The query can be run by clicking on the Verification dropdown at the 
top of the OffenderWatchÈ screen.  From there, choose the Manage 
Verifications option which will open up a Search Parameters 
screen.  Toward the top left of the screen you will see the option for 
Verification Date Method.  Put a check in the first checkbox, No Veri-
fication Date, and click on search.  You will see all offenders that do 
not have an active verification cycle associated with their record.  
  
 
Notes - The results from this query will return all offenders with a 
status labeled active.  Each agency may consider different statuses 
as active and we can customize which statuses are active on an 
agency-by-agency basis.  If you are not seeing your desired results, 
contact the help desk to have additional statuses labeled as active.

Detective Mike Smothermon knows the value of 
notifying the community of locations where regis-
tered sex offenders reside, but also realized that 
somehow you have to get creative to get the 
word out.  Thatôs just what Detective Smother-
mon did with a little thinking outside of the box. 

ñI came up with the idea that neighborhood asso-
ciation newsletters would be a great way to get the message 
out.  So, I searched our local government websites for neighbor-
hood association presidents. I found (much to my surprise) that 

many of them had email ad-
dresses.  I loaded them all into 
the blind copy address line of an 
email containing a short letter 
explaining that citizens could 
sign up for FREE confidential 

email alerts from our agency [via OffenderWatchÈ] when a regis-
tered offender moved to their area.  I then asked that they notify 
the citizens in the neighborhood of this service in their next news-
letter.  Our agencyôs email alert registration numbers have more 
than quadrupled in recent months, which has made the volume of 
alert emails to our citizens sent by OffenderWatchÈ go through 
the roof!  Several of the association presidents replied to the email 
to say thanks, and they the will happily print the article.ò 

What a fantastic idea, and great way to get the word out. Great 
job Detective Smothermon!

National Search  

Participating agencies have the ability to search for offenders in the 
databases of other OffenderWatchÈ partner agencies across the 
country. The agencies are allowed not only to search, but to copy 
offender records from the other agencies that use OffenderWatchÈ.  

After opting in for the program, users simply type in the offenderôs 
name or identifying number (SSN, FBI #, State ID), click on the 
ñNational Searchò checkbox near the ñSearch Other Agenciesò field. 
Be sure to enter specific criteria to narrow down your search.
